Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
Alleluia! Christ is Risen! 
 
During the Easter season we are reminded of our 
Christian hope.  Our hope is that just as Christ 
has been raised from the dead to an incorruptible 
body, so we, too, will be resurrected to eternal 
life in a body that is like the one we have now, 
but which has put on immortality.  We also be-
lieve that the Spirit of the resurrected Jesus al-
lows us to begin to experience that eternal life of 
the Kingdom of God breaking in to our lives to-
day.  The resurrection of Jesus brings us forgive-
ness of sins and allows us to begin to overcome 
the brokenness of sin in our relationships and in 
the sickness and death that sin has loosed upon 
the world. 
 
Our hope in the resurrection of the body through 
the resurrection of Jesus Christ separates us from 
the other world religions.  Hinduism, Buddhism 
and Islam do not have the same hope the Chris-
tians do.   Their faith includes strong ethical 
teachings, and many of their adherents to live 
good lives.  But these different faiths are not just 
different paths to the same destination because 
they do not see themselves as going to the same 
place that Christians do.  Classical Rabbinic Ju-
daism does have a hope of resurrection through 
the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, but Chris-
tianity differs from them in our understanding of 
the Messiah and the working out of that resurrec-
tion.  
 

The preaching of Jesus'  
resurrection unto the  
forgiveness of sins is a chal-
lenge to those  
Christians who would  
minimize sin and spiritualize  
the resurrection.  Increasingly, Christian gnosti-
cism is being revived as a variety of spiritualities 
are blended with an understanding of Jesus as 
teacher.  Some believe that the basic problem of 
humanity is that our eyes are closed, and if we 
become enlightened as Jesus was enlightened, the 
spark of God in all of us would be set ablaze and 
we would be who we are meant to be.  While we 
do need God to open our eyes to his hand at work 
around us, mere enlightenment is not adequate to 
restore us to God.  The teaching of orthodox 
Christianity, and the experience of many millions 
of people, is that the fundamental human prob-
lem is sin.  We have turned aside from God and 
we cannot get back to God on our own.  Yet God 
loves us so much that he sent his only Son that 
we might have life through him.  Our Christian 
hope is that through Christ's death and resurrec-
tion we are reconciled to God and are now able 
to live an eternal life as resurrected, embodied 
beings in communion with God and the whole 
Body of Christ.  Any hope less than that does not 
do justice to the powerful good news that Jesus 
Christ is alive.

According to the Constitution and Canons of the 
Diocese of Northwestern Pennsylvania,  Canon 
XVIII, Sections 1 and 2: 
 
“A fund to be called the Permanent Episcopate 
Fund is hereby established for the support of the 
Episcopate in the Diocese which shall consist of 
the present Episcopate Fund of the Diocese and 
such additions as may from time to time be added 
thereto.  The income for the fund shall be applied 
to the Assessment Budget. 
 
It shall be the duty of every Cleric having a Cure 
within the Diocese to cause an offering to be 
made in his Parish at least once in every year for 
the increase of the Permanent Episcopate Fund 
of the Diocese.  Such an offering shall be taken 
on one of the Sundays  in May.”
